Over the past ten years or so I’ve worked on stands at dozens of Game Fairs - hard work and good fun. There are really three ways to view these shows. 
Buy a ticket and come along and you should see some of the best doing what they do, fondle and cast most of the rods, reels, lines currently available in the UK and you can find just about any other fishing trinkets you can imagine. 

As an exhibitor a fair means losing about a week of normal work and costs a small fortune. It’s a chance to meet clients, consumers and friends. Some stands will put cash in the till and may even reap a profit from the weekend, most trade stands will do well to break even. 

The organizers put in huge effort and make a serious amount of cash for their work. If all goes well they will, as usual, announce it went so well they intend to extend the show for an extra day. As usual there will be a communal scream of pain from the stand-holders – who simply cannot afford to be there for another day.
